David Sennett pled guilty

Gideon, adopted in 2006 and fondly

remembered by the Blouse family

Remington, the beloved pet of Travis and
Kelly Rost, was adopted from the York
County SPCA 13 years ago

to Cruelty to Animals and was ordered to pay a fine of
$300.00.

Stacy Fox—abandoned one cat inside of her previous
residence in Warrington Township. Stacy Fox was
found guilty of Cruelty to Animals. She was ordered by District Judge
Richard Thomas to pay a fine of $50.00

Richard and Tina Green—Officer Boyer found Richard and Tina Green'’s
dog, Cinnamon, confined to a crate inside the kitchen of the Green home.
Cinnamon smelled of urine and feces, and was also very thin. Richard and
Tina Green pled guilty to Cruelty to Animals. They were each ordered by
District Judge Richard Martin to pay a fine of $500.00.

Pam Rexroth—housed three dogs and one cat inside of her trailer amongst
the animals’ own urine and fecal matter. A warrant was issued for the arrest
of Pam Rexroth after she failed to respond to the citation for Cruelty to
Animals. Pam Rexroth finally pled guilty several months after the citation
was issued. Pam Rexroth was ordered by District Justice Nancy Edie to pay a
fine of $200.00.

Tamara Coons—Officer Boyer received a complaint regarding the odor coming
from the home of Donald and Tamara Coons. Officer Boyer was able to gain
entry to the residence on August 24, 2009. Officer Boyer found three dogs
and one cat living amongst their own urine and fecal matter. Tamara Coons
was cited and pled guilty to a citation for Cruelty to Animals. District Justice
Linda Williams ordered Tamara Coons to pay a fine of $200.00.

Wayne and Julie Shifflet—Officer Boyer was notified that the owners of a
Saint Bernard had moved from the residence and left the dog in question
behind. The dog, an eight-year-old male St. Bernard named Baron, was
living in the yard at the previous address which was still owned by the owners
of the dog. Because the owners moved down the street they were still able
to care for Baron on a daily basis. However, Baron was out for a walk the
week before his death and became injured, resulting in an open wound. Due
to the weather and the owners only seeing the dog a couple times a day, the
injury was never treated by a veterinarian and maggots began to eat away
at the flesh. Officer Boyer was notified of Baron’s condition and responded
immediately. Unfortunately, within an hour of receiving the call, Baron
had died. Wayne and Julie Shifflet were both cited for Cruelty to Animals.
District Justice Leppo ordered both of the owners’ to pay a fine of $100.00. A
special THANK YOU to DR. FEINSOD of Ani-Care Animal for taking time
out of his busy day to examine Baron and determine a cause of death in order
for Officer Boyer to issue a citation for Cruelty to Animals against the owners
of Baron.

We have made changes to our membership structure and have
established three levels of membership, each with certain benefits. The
biggest change in our membership program is the creation of supporting
business partners who will extend a 10% discount to our Rescuer
and Hero members. We may add additional supporting businesses
throughout the year so check the web site to see the current list of
discount opportunities. Please consider, when you make your membership
contribution, that the average cost per animal that we receive at our
shelter is $240. Municipal fees cover a small percentage of our costs. We
have a small endowment that also provides about 10% of our annual
expenses. We need to keep our adoption and neutering fees low because
we do not want cost to be a barrier to adoption. So that leaves the bulk
of our needed revenue dependent on your membership and our other

community supported fundraising activities.
